Tip: Charity Bingo

Churches raising money by holding Bingo games? Establishments gathering money for
a charity in Alabama? Is this legal? Can charities or non-profits make money through
Bingo games? Yep, it's legal because it's Bingo. Many Bingo halls have specific
charities that money they earn is donated to, at least a portion of it. The people who are
playing the game donate their money when they buy Bingo cards to play. These charity
games offer nice prices, even some cash ones. You may also be able to buy food and
alcohol! Bingo halls often need volunteers to help with these charity nights. Those of
you, who love the Bingo atmosphere and want to help out, call your local Bingo hall and
see about volunteering one night for charity. You could help pass out cards, walk
around and monitor or help clean up.

Tip: Finding a Bingo Hall Near You

Are you interested in playing a good, old-fashioned game of Bingo with the all the
ambiance a Bingo hall has to offer? Are you hopeful to meet new friends and win some
money at the same time? Does the thought of sitting a crowded space with other Bingo
lovers make you happy? If so, it sounds like you are looking for the perfect place to play
Bingo: the Bingo hall. Not sure where to go to play? Have you checked your phone
book? Many times Bingo halls are listed in the Yellow Pages of your phone book. If that
doesn't work, the Knights of Columbus, the Elk's Lodge or other similar groups often
offer weekly Bingo games. Try looking them up in your local phone book.

Is your local Bingo
hall planning on banning smoking? If it does, will it affect business? The topic in relation
to Bingo halls has become quite heated. In Scotland, where a ban on smoking in Bingo
halls has taken place, Bingo is hurting. Reports show that players tend to arrive late,
play less and leave earlier now that the ban is in place. This isn't good for Scotland's
Bingo revenue. Scotland isn't the only place with smoking issues. In Colorado the
Senate recently decided that Bingo halls would be exempt from the new smoking ban
being enforced in other entertainment venues. The Bingo industry sees this as a victory
and is hopeful that other battles being waged across the United States will have the
same outcome. Bingo often has a huge following of people who smoke. This is why so
many Bingo hall operators are concerned about the potential for smoking being banned,
why would smokers want to play a game for hours in a place they aren't allowed to light
up? This type of ban in Bingo halls could have some potentially harmful affects on the
Bingo industry.

Tip: Definition of Bingo

Mapau Bingo Tip: Want to learn more about Bingo? Within the game of Bingo there are
several variations of games available to play. Check out Bingo online or at a local hall to
find just what is offered for your enjoyment. Every establishment will have a set of rules
to follow, but a general rule of thumb is that one should enjoy himself while playing this
game!

Tip: Four Corners Bingo Rules

Four corners Bingo is pretty much what it sounds like. Many online Bingo games and
Bingo halls offer this version of Bingo. Basically, the winner of Four Corners in Bingo will
have the top and the bottom corners under the letter "B" filled and will have the top and
the bottom corners of the letter "O" filled. No other spots on the card will be filled. As
with other Bingo games, the first person to cover these four spaces and yell out "Bingo"
is the winner of the game. This game may seem easier to play and win, but remember
how slim the chances are of only having a specific four numbers drawn under each
letter can be.

Tip: X-Pattern Bingo Game Rules

There's no letter X in Bingo, right? That is correct, unless you are actually playing a
specific version of Bingo called X-Pattern Bingo. Then, there is an X on the card that
signifies a Bingo! X-Pattern Bingo's goal for the person playing is to form an X on his or
her Bingo card. The caller calls out numbers and if any of the numbers fall diagonally
from the top corner of the letter "B" to the bottom corner of the letter "O," or from the top
corner of the letter "O" to the bottom corner of the letter "B," including your free space,
then you have Bingo. Essentially, the goal of X-Pattern Bingo is to form an "X" on your
card. The first person who does this and calls out Bingo, is the winner!

Tip: Yelling "BINGO"

We all know what to do if we have "bingo" on our card - yell "BINGO!" What's important
is how loud you yell. You need to shout "Bingo" loud enough for the caller to hear you
so that he/she stops the game to determine if you are indeed the winner. Otherwise, the
game continues and you could lose your winnings. In some games, the caller will turn
on flashing lights to verify that a "BINGO" has been heard. If the lights aren't flashing,
continue to yell "Bingo" until the lights begin to flash.

Tip: Bingo Balls

Obviously, a game of Bingo wouldn't be complete without the balls. Every game of
Bingo must have balls that are pre-marked with Bingo numbers one through 75 and
marked with one of the letters from B-I-N-G-O. The balls are placed in a Bingo Cage
and are called out by the caller. The people playing the game use their daubers to mark
off any of the numbers called from the Bingo ball that may be on their Bingo card. Bingo
balls come in different varieties, such as ping-pong, wood and plastic. You can't play
Bingo if you don't have the balls!

Tip: Bingo Shutter Cards

A shutter card in Bingo may also be referred to as a slide card, which is another card
option for the game of Bingo. Bingo shutter cards are cards that Bingo players do not
have to use a dauber with. Instead, the numbers, as they are called out and if found on
your card, are marked or covered using a piece of paper called a shutter or a fingertip
slide. When your number is called, you simply slide the covering over your letter.
Shutter cards may come in standard, heavyweight, quick clear stitched, or easy-to-read
varieties for Bingo halls or groups to utilize.

Tip: What is a Dauber?

When you daub something, you splat or cover it with a wet substance. In Bingo, a
dauber is a necessary accessory for playing the game if you are playing using a flimsie.
A dauber is an ink marker in a small plastic bottle that the player uses to mark off
numbers on his or her Bingo card as they are called. It can be found in a variety of
colors, so you don't need to settle on basic old black. You can spice up your Bingo
game and use multiple colors! If you want to plan a Bingo game, a dauber is an
essential accessory.

Tip: Admission Definition
Mapau Bingo Tip: There are over 50 Bingo terms that explain the different types of



games, commonly used phrases and the equipment used for the game of Bingo.
Knowing these Bingo terms will help you when playing the game by understanding
exactly what is being said and what is being used.

Tip: Admission Definition

The Bingo term "admission" is a bit different from what you would think. In Bingo, the
term "admission" commonly means the minimum number of Bingo cards a person must
buy in order to participate in the games. Typically, a person will purchase an admission
packet that contains three to six cards for each game played. This number will vary from
Bingo hall to Bingo hall and online.

Tip: Bingo Flimsies

Flimsies are the opposite of hard cards. These Bingo cards are printed on light, thin
paper. There are usually three cards printed on one piece of flimsy paper. However,
there are also one, two, four, six or even nine cards that may be printed on this lighter
paper. A flimsy normally costs between $1-$2 and the win on a flimsy with a special
game is usually more than a win with a regular Bingo game.

Tip: Blackout

A blackout in Bingo occurs when all 25 spaces on your Bingo card are covered, or
"blacked out". This variation of the game Bingo is a bit more challenging, usually
needing between 50 and 60 of the 75 Bingo numbers to be called that will result in the
entire Bingo card being covered. Don't forget; if you are playing blackout and you cover
all of your spaces, what must you yell? BINGO, of course!

Tip: Hard Card

A hard card is a Bingo card that is printed on heavy material, such as cardboard, and
has flaps or shutters that cover each number as it is called out by the Bingo caller.
These types of cards with BINGO spelled out on the top and numbers under each letter
typically have the following numbers under each letter: B: Five numbers between one
and 15 picked randomly. I: Five numbers between 16 and 30. N: Four numbers between
31 and 45 and the free space. G: Five numbers between 46 and 60. O: Five numbers
between 61 and 75. Cards are often produced using a series; some series have 6000
unduplicated cards while some series have 9000 unduplicated cards.

Tip: Multiple Winners

Just like the lottery, Bingo can have multiple winners. Unfortunately, just like the lottery,
winners must split their winnings between them. When there are multiple winnings in
Bingo, it means that more than one person has called Bingo at the same time. When



this occurs, the people who called Bingo must split the jackpot. An example would be
when three people call Bingo at the same time, they must split the 300 dollar cash prize,
resulting in 100 dollars each. Not every Bingo will end in multiple winners, but the
possibility is always there!

Tip: Bingo Fashion

So, you want to express your love of Bingo into your fashion? If so, there are several
Bingo fashion's out there for you to choose from! How about making your own Bingo
shirt expressing your love of the game? Something as simple as "l Love Bingo" on the
front of a tee-shirt to something as extravagant as "l Won Big Bucks With Lots of Luck"
for the front of your shirt. The great thing is, you can customize your shirt to anything
you wish. Are your ears pierced? If so, why not purchase some fun Bingo earrings? It
isn't unusual to walk into a Bingo hall and see the die-hard Bingo players sporting Bingo
accessories on their bodies. Accessories such as Bingo ball earrings with their lucky
numbers on them. What is so fun about Bingo and the people who play the game is that
no one is afraid to express herself in the form of fashion!

Tip: Crazy Bingo Pattern Card

With Bingo becoming increasingly popular, so is the knowledge of the most popular
types of Bingo pattern cards. One of the most popular Bingo pattern cards is a one
referred to as a Crazy Bingo pattern card. What is a Crazy Bingo pattern card? This
type of pattern, when completed on your Bingo card that is pre-marked with this pattern
allows for the card to be rotated every 90 degrees for a winning Bingo match to the
pattern.

Tip: Wild Bingo Pattern Cards
Similar to the Crazy Bingo pattern cards, Wild Bingo pattern cards are another popular
trend in Bingo. These cards are pre-marked with a specific pattern on each card. The



difference in these cards is that the pattern is scattered throughout the card rather than
in one specific area. The pattern of Wild Bingo on the card stays in the same spot
throughout; but can be located anywhere on the card.

Tip: Bingo Cards for Kids

There are so many neat sites out in the Internet world that offer great Bingo cards for
kids. Parents may choose to print out pre-marked Bingo cards from various web sites.
Other sites offer creative educational activities to play alongside your Bingo game. For
example, one Bingo card has things found in the outdoors. Parents would then take
their children for a walk and the first one to find a row of the specifics on them is the
winner! What a great way to get your kids outside, being active and having fun with
Mom and Dad! There are thousands of sites on the Internet that offer great ideas for
Bingo with children, try doing a search and see what you find! Your kids may thank you
for it!

Tip: Bingo Shutter Cards

Looking for a fun way to play Bingo without having to use the messy daubers? Why not
try playing with a shutter card? A shutter card is a typical Bingo card, but instead of
duabbing, you pull a piece of paper over the number when it is called. This paper is
attached to the card and essentially acts like closing a shutter over a window. Hence the
name, shutter card! Typically Bingo shutter cards are found in three by three, four by
four or five by five size.

Tip: Download Printable Bingo Card

Are you looking to print your own Bingo cards? If so, did you know that you can
download software and do this right from your own computer? Yes, it's true. There are
Internet sites out there that offer free trials to their software that will allow you to make
hundreds of different types of Bingo cards right from your personal computer!

Sites allow you make cards ranging from two to four cards per page, custom cards and
pre-designed cards from their selection. Does this sound like something you would be
interested in? Try doing a search for "free download Bingo cards". There will be many
different sites to choose from. For differing amounts, you may also pay to purchase
software that makes more extravagant Bingo cards then free sites.

Tip: Large Print Bingo Cards



Okay, let's face it, we aren't getting any younger. What is one thing that we start to lose
as we age? No, not our hair, but our eyesight! What is a person to do when it becomes
difficult to see those little, itty-bitty numbers on the Bingo card? How about getting Bingo
cards with large print numbers? It just makes sense to offer those with limited vision
large print Bingo cards. After all, they make large print books, magazines and crossword
puzzles, why not Bingo cards? These large print Bingo cards typically come with
numbers that are 5/8 of an inch high in a pack of ten. Plus, the cards are made with
black on white for an easier read.

Tip: The Bingo Face

What is the face when referring to Bingo? A face is a specific set of numbers from one
to 24, symbols or blanks that are printed on paper, cardboard or other types of materials
and are made especially to play the game of Bingo on. So, what is a face in Bingo? It is
actually the numbers or patterns on the Bingo card itself!

Tip: Free Bingo Tournaments

Can someone really play in an online Bingo tournament for free? There are sites out
there that offer free Bingo tournaments. Again, these sites offer you free money to play.
For example, if you register with certain sites, one site may give you free 2,500 tokens
to play in a tournament. Every time you play a game of Bingo 100 tokens will be
deducted from your free 2,500 token total. If you win the Bingo pot, that total won will be
added back onto your token total. You can then change your tokens into cash prizes for
the free Bingo games. As with other types of similar online Bingo games, most places
ask that you be over 18 to participate in free online Bingo tournaments.

Tip: Why Play Free Bingo?

Mapau Bingo Tip: Internet Bingo, while not always free in the long run, often has sites
that offer over 300 different Bingo games to play throughout the day, thus making it the
most accessible form of free Bingo out there.

Tip: Why Play Free Bingo?

Why do so many people look to play free Bingo? There are several reasons why. One,
you get many options from which to choose. Unlike at Bingo halls, you can choose your
poison, or your game, that you want to play. You don't have to do what everyone else is.
Two, many of these online sites offer special incentives in joining their sites. Free



money at sign-up, cheap purchase of Bingo cards, bonus bucks for signing up a friend.
Three, you can play anytime of the day, all day and all night. It doesn't matter if you are
playing for fun or for the big bucks; free online Bingo is always available.

Tip: Beano?

BEANO! That doesn't sound right if you yell it out, does it? To think, the United States
version of Bingo started off being called Beano. In the 1920's a businessman named
Edwin Lowe noticed a carnival while on a trip to Florida. After peering in on the carnival
he discovered men playing a game on a table shaped like a horseshoe. On the
horseshoe were cards that were numbered covered with dried beans. The men were
playing a variation of the Lotto games but were calling it Beano. When a man covered
his card with the designated numbers, he quickly and loudly would yell out "Beano" and
win a Kewpie doll as a prize. Edwin S. Lowe was fascinated by what he saw and
questioned the pitchman after the games ended. The man explained he had come
across the German Lotto version of the game while in Germany and brought his own
version to the United States to play. Thus, the game of Beano began!

Tip: Bingo Trademark

With Edwin Lowe's immediate success in the Bingo game market, others followed suit
and created their own versions of the game. Why wouldn't they? People saw just what
this had done for Lowe. While he could have trademarked the name Bingo, he couldn't
really trademark the game as versions of it were being played elsewhere under a
different name. Lowe instead asked people wishing to call their version of the game
Bingo to pay him $1 a year. This is how the name Bingo became a term widely used by
anyone wishing to create his own cards and supplies.

Tip: Carl Leffler

All wasn't smooth with Edwin S. Lowe's Bingo card development. It was found that at
times during Bingo games, there could be more than a dozen winners in a game. Of
course, this led to monetary issues for the churches and halls having to pay the winning
players. Because of this, Lowe requested the assistance of a man named Carl Leffler.
Carl was a professor of mathematics at Columbia College. Edwin S. Lowe asked Carl to



create 6,000 Bingo cards that had non-repeating number groups. This took some time
and was very difficult for Carl to do, but he did indeed do it! The creation of these 6,000
cut back on the number of winners per game, which helped Bingo halls everywhere!

Tip: Educational Lotto Games

Once the French started playing this form of Bingo, the word spread even more about
this entertaining game. In the 1800's, Germany joined the Bingo bandwagon. The game
took another twist while in Germany and became more of an educational game used to
teach children in 1850. These Bingo-type games taught children multiplication tables,
spelling, animals and history. Children in Germany were learning while playing a version
of Bingo. Even today, Bingo is a great way to teach children new concepts or review
previously learned ones! Bingo is fun and educational!

Tip: It All Began in Italy

Italy is known for its high end fashion and its many talented designers, but did you also
know it was where the game of Bingo originated? In 1530, an Italian lottery existed that
was referred to as "Lo Giuoco del Lotto D'ltalia" or the Italian National Lottery. This
lottery was held weekly in Italy and brought out many players. Bingo is a direct
descendent of this lottery. The ltalian State Lottery today is still played in Italy and
contributes 75 million to the Italian government.

Tip: Baby Shower Bingo

Baby showers are happy occasions. Games are played, food is eaten and gifts are
open. One of the most popular games at a baby shower is Baby Bingo. Have you
played it? There are several variations of the game and many people customize it to fit
the theme for their specific baby shower. One variation of a Bingo game at a baby
shower is to pass out to all of the guests before gift opening a blank Bingo card with no
BINGO on the top. The guests then fill in each blank with a gift they predict the
mom-to-be will receive. Throughout the course of the gift opening, guests will mark off
any gifts they may have guessed correctly on their cards. The first person with a line
marked across, down or diagonally is the winner and should call out "Baby Bingo"!

Tip: Football Bingo
Most men may wonder why in the world should someone interrupt a great game of
football by playing Bingo during it? However, this game of football can be fun and



competitive for everyone involved! Pass out to your guests a pre-marked Bingo card
with football terms on them. Terms must be specific to the teams playing that specific
game that is being watched. Things such as: Vikings 1st Down, Vikings Interception or
Bears Fumble. Each card should be individualized with a few different terms.
Throughout each quarter, people will mark off items as they happen in the football
game. This gives Bingo players a chance to win four different times, as the game starts
fresh each quarter!

Tip: Jackpot Bingo

Mapau Bingo Tip: Not all online Bingo sites charge you a fee to play Bingo for a jackpot.
There are some sites out there that allow you to play online Bingo for a jackpot for free
for a certain amount of time. These sites are rare, but try doing an Internet search for
free online jackpot Bingo games to see what is available to you.

Tip: Online Bingo Etiquette

Mapau Bingo Tip: Playing Internet Bingo isn't hard, if you are over 18 you can sign up
on most sites. What is important to keep in mind is the site rules for each online Bingo
site you visit. Because not all of the Bingo sites have the same rules, you must review
what is expected of you behavior-wise and in play, before you start a game.

Tip: Online Bingo Etiquette

Playing Bingo online comes with certain expected etiquette from the players. Most sites
agree that even though you are choosing to play Bingo online from your own home, it is
still important to be polite and follow site rules. When playing Bingo online and another
player asks you a question, don't ignore him. Answer politely and ask them a question in
return. Try to refrain from using inappropriate language or put-downs to other players.
Many of these behaviors may get you banned from playing. It is also a good idea to
learn the lingo that goes with online Bingo. Just as most Internet sites have slang or
abbreviations for certain words, so do the online Bingo sites. If you learn this lingo, you
will understand a bit better what everyone is saying to you.
